Education Options and Career Choices  
 

 

80% of all careers require education or training beyond a general high school 

education.  You have several options from which to choose in determining a 

direction for your education: 
 

Vocational Education  

In Loudoun County, at Monroe Tech and Tech Prep w/Northern Virginia Community College, 

You can begin to prepare for a career while a junior or senior in high school.  After graduation, 

some students look for employment or continue at a community college or four year college 
 

Community College 

1 or 2 year programs or transfer to a four year college. Receive a certificate for 1 year program 

or associateôs degree for 2 year programs.  Requires a high school diploma or GED.  As a gen-

eral rule,  does not require ACT or SAT scores.  Students are tested once admitted to determine 

placement.   
 

Career and Technical Schools 

Short term training with a wide variety of careers.  Some programs are completed in a few 

weeks, others in a few years.  Students must have a high school diploma or GED.  Can be ex-

pensive but financial aid is often available.  Credits do not usually transfer to another 2 or 4 

year school  
 

Four Year Colleges/Military Academies.  

Colleges want students who are academically prepared and who have taken challenging 

courses.  Students must meet specific requirements for admission to include: Competitive GPA 

and SAT/ACT scores.  NCAA Eligibility for Sports if interested in pursuing sports in college. 
 

The Military  

Branches: Air Force, Army, Coast Guard, Marines, Navy.  These branches offer opportunities 

for career advancement and travel .  Generally requires a high school diploma.  Must earn a 

minimum score on the ASVAB (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery)  
 

Apprenticeships 

Employers pay individuals while they learn their trade or profession.  Apprenticeships can last 

anywhere between 1-6 years. Programs have a limited number of openings and can be competi-

tive.  Applicants must be 18 with a high school or GED diploma.  Applicants with Vocational 

training, good math skills and job experience will have an advantage when competing for open-

ings.  
 

On the Job Training 

Provided by the employer.  May last a few weeks to several months.  Educational benefits can 

be minimal with opportunities for advancement being limited.

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Note Taking Strategies from College Board  

Stay Organized  
It may seem obvious, but your 
class notes can only help you if 
you can find them. When you're 

taking notes be sure to:  

Keep all your notes in one 

place.  

 Date and number pages, 

keep them in order makes it 
easier to understand them 
later.  

 

Before Class  
Review the materials assigned 

for that class period thoroughly. 
Bring a list of any questions you 
may have.  

During Class  
One approach that has been 
proven effective is called the 
Cornell Note -Taking System.  

Here are some of its methods. 
Start by using the main section 
of your page to take down your 
notes during class. Things to 

keep in mind:  

Get the speaker's main points. 
Don't write down every word 
you hear.  

 Leave blanks in your notes to 
add explanations later.   
 

After Class  
As soon as class ends, review 
your notes and fill in any 
blanks. Underline, highlight and 
use symbols to sort through the 
information. If you don't under-
stand something, get help from 

your teacher or classmates.  

After you've reviewed all your 
notes from class, in the left -

hand area of the page write 
down key words and questions 
your teacher might ask on a 
test.  

 At the bottom of each page, 
write a summary of the notes. 
This helps you digest what 
you've learned. It also improves 
your memory of the material for 
the long term and for tests 

down the road.  

Review  
Once you've done all of the 
above, you'll find you've created 
your own personalized study 

guide. Cover the main section of 
the page and use the key words 
and questions in the left margin 
as a quiz.  
 
Stick to It  
Review  your notes the day you 

take them and all your notes 
once a week. That way, you 
wonôt need to study as much 

when itôs test time. You've been 
doing the work all along.  

Try out the Cornell system, but if 
it doesn't work for you, experi-
ment with other methods. Ask 
your classmates how they take 
notes or ask a teacher for ad-

vice. Taking good notes requires 
practice, like any other skill. And 
the more you work at it now, the 
more prepared you'll be to take 
notes in college.  

Take Control of Homework from College Board  

Set the Mood  
Create a good study area with 
everything you need (for ex-
ample, a calculator).   If you 

don't have a quiet place at 
home, try your school or local 
library.  
 

Know Where to Begin  
Make a list of everything you 
need to do, and note all dead-
lines.  Do the more difficult 
assignments  first, so  you 

donôt have to face them at the 
end.  
 

Study at the Same Time 
Every Day  
Even if you don't have home-
work every night,  use the time 
to review notes. If sitting down 
to  work is part of your normal 

routine, you'll approach it with 
less dread. Also, you'll become  
a pro at using time               
productively.  

Keep Things in Perspec-
tive  
Know how much weight ach  
assignment or test carries, 

and use your time accord-
ingly.   
 

Get More Involved  
Keep your mind from wan-
dering by taking notes, un-
derlining sections, discussing 
topics with others  or relating 
your homework to something 

you're  studying in another 

Organize the Information  
People  process information 

in different ways. Some 
people like to draw pictures 

or charts to digest informa-
tion, others prefer to read-
out loud or make detailed 
outlines. Try to find the 
methods that work best for 
you. Ask your teacher for 
recommendations if you're 

having trouble.  

Take Advantage of Any Free 
Time  
If you have a study period or a 
long bus ride, use the time to 

review notes, prepare for an  
upcoming class or start your 
homework.  
 

Study with a Friend  
Get together with friends and 
class -mates to quiz each other, 
compare notes and predict test 
questions. Consider joining 
a study group . 
 

Communicate  
If you have concerns about the 

amount or type of homework you 
have, you may want to talk to 
your family, teachers or coun-
selor. They can help you under-
stand how much time you need 
to allot for homework and how to 
manage your tasks.  

Celebrate Your Achievements  
Reward yourself for hitting mile-
stones or doing something well.
